Approximately 42 city blocks make up the downtown area.  It covers 136 acres or .21 
square miles.

Natural Features 
The Mississippi River curves along the northern boundary of the downtown.   Bridges 
bracket the downtown riverfront. One is the Centennial Bridge, which is an icon of the Quad 
Cities.  The other is the Sylvan Slough crossing to Arsenal Island. A bike trail atop a 
floodwall follows the course of the river, providing a fantastic view of the Mississippi.  The 
topography of the land is characteristic of a floodplain near a major river.  
 
Housing and Architecture 
In Downtown Rock Island, there has been a surge of new housing development. Many 
condos, lofts and apartments are being built to provide convenient downtown living. Many of 
these places have beautiful views of the Mississippi River year round.   
 
The buildings in Downtown Rock Island were built as early as 1850. The charm of Downtown 
comes from these buildings and their preserved historical qualities.  To view this 
outstanding architecture, pick up a copy of History & Architecture: Downtown Rock Island or 
click here.
